STATION ON YOUR RIGHT). GO STRAIGHT THROUGH THE LIGHT UNTIL YOU
COME TO A STOP SIGN/INTERSECTION (GOLD LADY ON YOUR RIGHT). BEAR
RIGHT OVER THE BRIDGE. PROCEED % MILE TO THE RED LIGHT (BEACH
STREET) TAKE A LEFT. FOLLOW TO THE END. TAKE A RIGHT INTO THE
PARKING LOT. COMMUNITY CENTER ON THE RIGHT PAST THE SENIOR
CENTER AND ART ASSOCIATION.

FROM THE SOUTH/WEST:

TAKE EXIT 3A (RTE 102) OFF 95N. FOLLOW RTE 102 S TO RTE 3. TURN RIGHT
ONTO RTE 3, AT FIRST LIGHT, BEAR LEFT ONTO CONTINUATION OF RTE 102 S
THROUGH 4 TRAFFIC LIGHTS, ABOUT 8 MILES. THE 5™ TRAFFIC LIGHT WILL
BE AT THE INTERSECTION OF RTE 1, GO STRAIGHT THROUGH THIS LIGHT
UNTIL YOU COME TO A STOP SIGN/INTERSECTION (GOLD LADY ON YOUR
RIGHT). BEAR RIGHT OVER THE BRIDGE. PROCEED % MILE TO THE RED LIGHT
(BEACH STREET) TAKE A LEFT. FOLLOW TO THE END. TAKE A RIGHT INTO

TURN RIGHT ONTO RTE 102 S,
PHILLIPS ST, PROCEED UNTIL YOU COME TO A STOP SIGN/INTERSECTION (
GOLD LADY ON YOUR RIGHT). BEAR RIGHT OVER THE BRIDGE. PROCEED %
MILE TO THE RED LIGHT (BEACH STREET) TAKE A LEFT. FOLLOW TO THE

FROM THE EAST:

TAKE THE FIRST EXIT ONTO RTE 1A. GO LEFT AT THE END OF THE EXIT, ONTO
RTE 1A NORTH. GO STRAIGHT THROUGH THE FIRST TRAFFIC LIGHT. AT THE
SECOND TRAFFIC LIGHT TAKE A RIGHT ONTO BEACH STREET FOLLOW TO
